| have a Bible Encyclopedia whose copyright is 1903. | looked up Thanksgiving in it and found a much
different definition. It began: “Giving of thanks is a hearty and cheerful acknowledgment of favors, spiritual, tem-
poral, or eternal, bestowed on ourselves, or on others” followed by a scripture reference. Phil. 4:6- “Be anxious for
nothing, but in everything by prayer and supplication, with thanksgiving, let our requests be make known to God”
This led my mind to remember Mark 15:37-39 when Christ breathed His last on the cross, and the veil of the temple
was torn in two from top to bottom. Because of His sacrifice, we can come into the presence of God any time, day or
night, and as Heb. 4:14-16 says “... we may receive mercy and may find grace to help in time of need.” Anything big
enough to concern us is big enough to concern God. | am thankful for the privilege of spending time with God daily in
prayer!

This 1903 encyclopedia also referenced | Tim. 2:1 - “First of all, then, | urge that entreaties and prayers, peti-
tions and thanksgivings, be made on behalf of all men.” This reminded me that all life, regardless of the circumstanc-
es of conception, is God-breathed (Gen. 2:7), eternally created in the image of God, and is fearfully and wonderfully
made (Psa. 139:13-16). Do we thank Him for those who are a blessing in our lives and pray for and reach out to those
who need the blessing of His forgiveness in their lives? All thanksgiving is to be offered in Christ’s name, and is to be
always continued, because in every condition there is a great mixture of God’s mercy. Eph. 5:20 - “Always giving
thanks for all things in the name of our Lord Jesus Christ to God, even the Father.” Are we able to see God’s hand at
work in “all” things in our lives, even the difficult ones, and thank Him for being with us?

More definition: “Asking a blessing on food is called thanksgiving, as in it we
